Types of punishment. For committing crimes criminals should be punished. There are different
types of punishment a criminal should pay if his or her guilt is proved during the court trial. The
main types of punishments are fine, forfeiture, restitution, community corrections (community
service, community work), probation, imprisonment, life imprisonment and execution. The
definite sum of money which must be paid by an offender as a punishment is called a fine. Fine is
imposed for committing petty crimes, such as disorderly conduct, violation of traffic rules. If the
criminal damages the victim during the crime committing, he or she will have to compensate the
loser. This type of punishment is called compensation or restitution. Legal taking of someone’s
property as a punishment is known as forfeiture. This type of punishment can be imposed if a
person has committed such white-collar crimes as corruption or embezzlement. Community
corrections demand from the convict offender that he or she has to work for community during a
definite period of time. Probation is considered as an alternative to imprisonment. It is a
conditional penalty, supervised release which means the allowing of a law-breaker to go free and
punished if he or she will promise to behave well. There is a number of definite probation rules
which must be followed by a convicted placed on probation. If the probationer violates one of
those rules he or she will be put into prison. An act of putting a convicted offender into prison is
called an imprisonment or incarceration. Imprisonment can be short-term or long-term. If the
criminal has committed not very serious crime he or she can be put into prison for a short term. In
case of committing a more serious crime the criminal can get a penalty of a long term
imprisonment. For committing such felonies as murder, homicide, treason, robbery, kidnapping
resulting in hostage’s death, hijacking and terrorism, criminals get a capital punishment. In
countries where there is no death sentence a convicted offender will be sent to prison for all his
life. That type of punishment is called life imprisonment. The most dangerous criminals can be
given LWOP that is life imprisonment without parole. Punishment has several purposes. It is
implemented for punishing offenders, for isolating dangerous criminals from society (in case of
imprisonment), for prevention of more crimes committing and reducing the number of committed
crimes by showing a potential criminal the result of breaking the law.

Jury Service — an Important Job and a Rewarding Experience

The right to trial by a jury of our fellow citizens is one of our most important rights and is
guaranteed by the Constitution of the United States- By serving on a jury, then, you are helping to
guarantee one of our most important freedoms.

Your job as a juror is to listen to all the evidence presented at trial and to 'decide the facts'
-— that is, to decide what really happened The judge, on the other hand, ‘decides the law3 — that
is, makes decisions on legal issues that come up during the trial. For example, the judge may have
to decide whether you and the other jurors may hear certain evidence or whether one lawyer may
ask a witness a certain question. You should not try to decide these legal issues, sometimes you
will even be asked to leave the courtroom while they are being decided Both your job and that of
the judge must be done well if our system of trial by jury is to work In order to do your job you
do not need any special knowledge or ability. It is enough that you keep an open mind, concen-
trate on the evidence being presented, use your common sense, and be fair and honest Finally, you
should not be influenced by sympathy or- prejudice: it is vital that you be impartial with regard to
all people and all ideas.

Many jurors find that it is exciting to learn about this most important system £from the in-
sidel, and challenging to deal fairly and thoroughly with the cases they hear. We hope that you,
too, find your experience as a juror to be interesting and satisfying.

How You Were Chosen

Your name was selected at random from voter registration records and placed on a list of
potential jurors. Next, your answers to the Questionnaire for Jurors were evaluated to make sure
that you were eligible for jury service and were not exempt from service. To be eligible, you must
be over 13 years of age, a citizen of the United States, a resident of the county in which you are to
serve as a juror, able to communicate in the English language and if you have been convicted of a
felony, you must have had your civil rights restored. People who meet these requirements may be
excused from jury service if they have illnesses that would interfere with their ability to do a good
job, would suffer great hardship if required to serve, or are unable to serve for some other reason.

You are here because you were found to be eligible for jury duty and were able to serve.
You are now part of the 'jury pool’, the group of people from which trial juries are chosen.

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Criminal and civil procedures are different. Although some systems, including the English
and French, allow private persons to bring a criminal prosecution against another person, prosecu-
tions are nearly always started by the state, in order to punish the defendant. Civil actions, on the
other hand, are started by private individuals, companies or organizations, for their own benefit.
In addition, governments (or their subdivisions or agencies) may also be parties to civil actions.
The cases are usually heard in different courts, and juries are not so often used in civil cases. In
Anglo-American law, the party bringing a criminal charge (that is, in most cases, the state) is
called the "prosecution”, but the party bringing most forms of civil action is the "plaintiff* or
"claimant”. In both kinds of action the other party is known as the "defendant”. A criminal case
against a person called Ms. Sanchez would be described as “The People v. (="versus", "against"
or "and") Sanchez,” "The State (or Commonwealth) v. Sanchez" or "[The name of the State] v.
Sanchez" in the United States and “R. (Regina, that is, the Queen) v. Sanchez” in England. But a
civil action between Ms. Sanchez and Mr. Smith would be “Sanchez v. Smith” if it was started by
Sanchez, and “Smith v. Sanchez” if it was started by Mr. Smith.

Most countries make a clear distinction between civil and criminal procedure. For exam-
ple, a criminal court may force a convicted defendant to pay a fine as punishment for his crime,
and the legal costs of both the prosecution and defence. But the victim of the crime generally pur-
sues his claim for compensation in a civil, not a criminal, action. In France and England, however,
a victim of a crime may incidentally be awarded compensation by a criminal court judge. Evi-
dence from a criminal trial is generally admissible as evidence in a civil action about the same
matter. For example, the victim of a road accident does not directly benefit if the driver who 253
injured him is found guilty of the crime of careless driving. He still has to prove his case in a civil
action, unless the doctrine of collateral estoppel applies, as it does in most American jurisdictions.
In fact he may be able to prove his civil case even when the driver is found not guilty in the crim-
inal trial, because the standard to determine guilt is higher than the standard to determine fault.
However, if a driver is found by a civil jury not to have been negligent, a prosecutor may be es-
topped from charging him criminally. If the plaintiff has shown that the defendant is liable, the
main remedy in a civil court is the amount of money, or "damages", which the defendant should
pay to the plaintiff. Alternative civil remedies include restitution or transfer of property, or an in-
junction to restrain or order certain actions. The standards of proof are higher in a criminal case
than in a civil one, since the state does not wish to risk punishing an innocent person. In English
law the prosecution must prove the guilt of a criminal “beyond reasonable doubt”; but the plain-
tiff in a civil action is required to prove his case “on the balance of probabilities”. Thus, in a crim-
inal case a crime cannot be proven if the person or persons judging it doubt the guilt of the sus-
pect and have a reason (not just a feeling or intuition) for this doubt. But in a civil case, the court
will weigh all the evidence and decide what is most probable.
