Why do businesses evaluate candidates solely on past job performance, failing to
consider the job’s difficulty? Why do university admissions officers focus on high GPAs,

easy grading standards? Francesca Gino and colleagues investigate the phenomenon of
the “fundamental attribution error.” People make snap judgments all the time. That woman in
the

sharp business suit must be intelligent and successful; the driver who just cut me off is a
rude jerk. These instant assessments, when we attribute a person’s behavior to innate
characteristics rather than external circumstances, happen so frequently that psychologists have
a name for them: “fundamental attribution errors.” Unable to know every aspect of a stranger’s
backstory, yet still needing to make a primal designation between friend and foe, we watch for
surface cues: expensive pants—friend; aggressive driving—foe. A new research paper
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demonstrates that the fundamental attribution error is so deeply rooted in our decision making
that not even highly trained people-evaluators, such as hiring managers and school admissions
officers, can defeat its effects.

Advertisers know we love our children and want to give them everything. So they use
children’s ‘pester power’ to sell their products. Finally, consumers say, if there is advertising
there must be rules. Some adverts advertise unhealthy things like cigarettes and make people
waste their money.

2. Advertisements want to persuade us to buy particular products How do they do it?

Let’s imagine ...You’re watching TV. It’s a hot evening: You feel thirsty. You see an
advert for a refreshing drink. You see people looking cool and relaxed. You notice the name of
the refreshing drink because you think it could be useful for you to satisfy your thirst.

Advertisers study how people learn so that they can ‘teach’ them to respond to their
advertising. They want us to be interested, to try something, and then to do it again. These are
the elements of learning: interest, experience and repetition. If an advert can achieve this, it is
successful. If an advert works well, the same technique can be used to advertise different
things. So, for example, in winter if the weather is cold and you see a family having a warming
cup of tea and feeling cosy, you may be interested and note the name of the tea ... Here the
same technique is being used as with the cool, refreshing drink.

If advertisements are to he learned, there is a need for lots of repetition. But advertisers
have to be careful because too much repetition can result in consumer tiredness and the
message may fall on’deal ears’.

Consumers learn to generalize from what they have learned. So advertisers sometimes
copy a highly successful idea that has been well learned by consumers. For example, the highly
successful “Weston Tea Country’ advertising for different tea has led to ‘DAEWOQO Country’
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for automobile dealers and ‘Cadbury Country’ for chocolate bars.

Income distribution — Some forms of government expenditure are specifically
intended to transfer income from some groups to others. For example, governments sometimes

How a government chooses to finance its
activities can have important effects on the distribution of income and wealth (income
redistribution) and on the efficiency of markets (effect of taxes on market prices and
efficiency). The issue of how taxes affect income distribution is closely related to tax
incidence, which examines the distribution of tax burdens after market adjustments are taken
into account. Public finance research also analyzes effects of the various types of taxes and
types of borrowing as well as administrative concerns, such as tax enforcement
