Texcr 1.

St Anthony's Church, the site of one of the deadliest Easter Sunday bombings in Sri Lanka,
is renowned as a place of worship open to all faiths, but the attacks have shut its doors for
Now.

For the first time in its 175-year history, people are being turned away.

The road to the shrine in Colombo's Kochchikade district is a familiar one to many, who -
regardless of their religion - would regularly come here to seek blessings.

Despite being a predominantly Roman Catholic church, its patron has acquired a reputation for
being a "miracle worker". No request, no matter how large, small or strangely specific, is left
unanswered by St Anthony, people say.

On Monday, however, a day after the bomb blast ripped through its entrance, things are very
different. The attack here was one of eight across the country which killed 310 people and
injured many more.

Police are fanned out near the turn-off to the church, marked by its distinctive large statue of St
Anthony, mounted on a pedestal. The perimeter of the church itself has been cordoned off with
yellow tape and is being guarded by armed security officers.

Despite this, a sizeable crowd is still gathered outside, veering as close to the perimeter as they
dare, most just staring at the large white building. From a distance it looks untouched, but look
harder and hints of the carnage that took place inside become more visible.

Tekcer 2.

Thousands of emperor penguin chicks drowned when the sea-ice on which they were being
raised was destroyed in severe weather.

The catastrophe occurred in 2016 in Antarctica's Weddell Sea.

Scientists say the colony at the edge of the Brunt Ice Shelf has collapsed with adult birds
showing no sign of trying to re-establish the population.

And it would probably be pointless for them to try as a giant iceberg is about to disrupt the site.
The dramatic loss of the young emperor birds is reported by a team from the British Antarctic
Survey (BAS).

Drs Peter Fretwell and Phil Trathan noticed the disappearance of the so-called Halley Bay
colony in satellite pictures.

It is possible even from 800km up to spot the animals' excrement, or guano, on the white ice and
then to estimate the likely size of any gathering.

But the Brunt population, which had sustained an average of 14,000 to 25,000 breeding pairs for
several decades (5-9% of the global population), essentially disappeared overnight.
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TekcT 3.

Artist Nicolas Bruno documents his experiences of sleep paralysis using surreal and
conceptual photography. Watch the video to find out more.

“You can be tortured by your own nightmares, and the most evil thing can even be inside the
nicest of people.” Nicolas Bruno has suffered from sleep paralysis since he was seven years old,
and by the time he was 15 it was happening every night.

By keeping a dream journal, Bruno was able to decode his dreams into symbols, and recreate
them through photography. “Water is a huge element in my work. Being below water symbolises
being asleep, and above the water symbolised being awake. That expresses the feeling of being
in sleep paralysis, which is when you’re stuck between being awake and asleep.”

To create these photos, Bruno set his camera up on a tripod and shot on an interval timer, which
meant he was able to appear multiple times in the same photograph, changing costumes and
moving props; he then stitched the images together afterwards.

Tekcr 4.

Vera Gedroits was a woman far ahead of her time — but her story is barely known

Vera Gedroits knew she was in a race against time. She had to escape. Overnight, gunfire from
the battlefront had grown ever nearer and only now, at 02:00, was it beginning to die down. As
the train’s wheels creaked and the vehicle lumbered tentatively into motion, it cut a shadowy
silhouette across the nocturnal landscape. All lights had been put out to try and prevent the train
from being spotted by enemy gunners.

As a mobile hospital, it shouldn’t have been a major target in any case. But now that it was in
motion, shells nevertheless began to rain down in its direction.

Gedroits looked around at some of the patients on board. In all, there were about 900, many of
them lying in terrible pain on stretchers fixed to the walls. There were some horrific battlefield
injuries among them. Infections. Open wounds. Gedroits didn’t have a moment to lose. During
the next few hours, she and her team performed operations and provided whatever treatment they
could as the train rumbled away from the front. About 12 hours later, it finally reached a safe
distance.

Two weeks later, on 10 March 1905, the battle ended with the Russian army defeated. Before
long, the war itself was lost.

This was a turning point for Vera IgnatievnaGedroits — a descendant of Lithuanian royalty, a
gifted surgeon, an odd-ball, a polymath. Princess Gedroits, as she may rightfully be called, was
an extraordinary figure — and yet today she is largely unknown in the West. As a pioneer of
battlefield medicine, Gedroits made contributions that some think could have saved thousands of
lives during WWI had they been better understood at the time.

TekcT 5.

Bolze is more than a just a language: it’s a cultural identity and a point of pride in the Basse-
Ville of Fribourg.

The Sarine River skirts the edge of Basse-Ville (lower town), dividing both the canton of
Fribourg and the city of Fribourg into two sectors: German-speaking and French-speaking. The
city of around 40,000 people is clearly one of duality: street signs are all in two languages;
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residents can choose whether their children will use French or German in primary school; and
the university even offers a bilingual curriculum.

However, head to medieval Basse-Ville, caught between the German- and French-speaking
divisions of Fribourg, and you’ll find yourself in a no-man's land where the two languages have
become one: le Bolze.

Speak to any Swiss national, and you’ll likely find them enthralled with the topic of
communication, probably because languages are so incredibly diverse within this small country.
The nation can be geographically divided into three major language groups. The south, which
shares in the famous lakes of the Swiss-Italian lake region, is Italian-speaking. To the west near
Geneva is French-speaking; while central and eastern parts of the country, such as Zurich and St
Moritz, rely on German (and the south-eastern canton of Graubiinden even includes Romansh
speakers).

It gets even more confusing when you throw in the various dialects, such as Franc Comtois, a
French dialect spoken in Switzerland’s Jura and Bern cantons; and Swiss German, which is
learned at home and only used conversationally (as opposed to ‘proper’ German, which is both
written and spoken, and taught at school).

Among all this linguistic complexity, the city of Fribourg/Freiburg (as it’s known in
French/German) has the added challenge of lying on the language borders between French- and
German-speaking cantons — Vaud and Bern — which is perhaps why it’s home to a people who
decided to develop their own language.
